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Do you know the platypus? It is a very unique and interesting mammal. It
is covered with brown hair but it has a beak. It lays eggs but looks after its
babies with milk. This strange but cute animal lives in Australia.

The platypus spends most of its life in the water, so its legs have webs. It
swims well by using only its front legs. It can stay under the water for about
fifteen minutes without breathing. On the other hand, it uses four legs when
it walks on the ground. The platypus is not only good at swimming but is also
good at walking on the ground. If the water around its nest is not clean or it
cannot find enough food around there, it walks on the ground and finds a new
place to live in.

The beak of the platypus is soft and looks like that of a duck. The platypus
uses it not only to eat food but also to find food. Because its beak works as a
sensory organ, the platypus doesn’t need to open its eyes in the water to look
for food.

To lay eggs, a female platypus builds her nest near the water. She digs a
hole, puts fallen leaves in it and lays her eggs there. A female platypus lays
one to three eggs each year. She lies on the leaves and holds the eggs between
her body and her tail. When she needs to leave the hole, she covers the
entrance of the hole with mud to protect her eggs from snakes, foxes or
crocodiles. The eggs hatch in about ten days and the mother takes care of her
babies for three to four months until they can swim by themselves.

There is something interesting about the male platypus. They have stings
on their back legs and the stings contain poison. The stings are used to fight
against dangerous animals. The poison is strong enough to kill small animals.
If the sting touches us, we will feel severe pain for a long time.

You can find the platypus in many areas in Australia. Remember that the
platypus usually moves around at night. So if you want to see it in the wild,
you should go and find it early in the morning or just before sunset. If the
water is clean enough, you can see a platypus swimming there.
